A CODE OF ETHICS FOR COACHES 

The school expects the coaches to: 

1. Be an integral part of the school system with its educational contribution 

2. Remember that the athletic arena is a classroom with moral and educational 
obligations required at all times 

3. Insist upon high scholarship and enforcement of all rules of eligibility 

The athletes expect the coach to: 

1. Maintain a genuine and up-to-date knowledge of that which he/she proposes to 
teach 

2. Maintain fair, unprejudiced relationships with all squad members 

3. Pay careful attention to the physical condition of players 

4. Inspire a love of the game and a desire to compete fairly 

Sportsmanship demands that coaches: 

1. Take a strong stand against profanity, unfair play, and unsportsmanlike behaviour 
of their teams 

2. Maintain self-control at all times, accepting decisions of officials without outward 
appearance of vexation 

3. Teach athletes to win by use of legitimate means only 

4. Believe in the honesty and integrity of opponents and officials 

5. Teach that to win is always desirable, but to win at any cost defeats the purpose of 
the game
